EPTISA was commissioned to undertake this 
Turn-Key project which involved the 
construction of a new oil storage plant located 
in the area of the Amitié Port of Nouakchott 
including all related facilities, and procured the 
necessary equipment. 

• Civil work Studies; 
• Detailed Design; 
• Control and Supervision following FIDIC 

conditions. design review and approval, 
quality control, works measurements and 
interim certificates, endorsement of 
Contractor’s invoices, follow up of the 
Contractor’s working programme, monitoring 
of work progress and cash-flow, environment 
and safety, etc; 

The construction project consisted of three 
activities: 
• The construction of mooring for ships 

capable to transport of up to 15,000 tons of 
oil products in the basin of Amitié Harbour; • Procurement of Equipment; 

• The construction of pipelines to connect the 
new mooring with the new storage plant and 
SOMAGAZ, and the pipelines to connect the 
storage plants; 

• Contract supervision and management;  
• Training;  
• Technical assistance of the Project Manager 

from the Ministry of Hydraulics and Energy 
in the operational management of the plant; • The construction of a new storage plant with 

a capacity of 60,000m3 and composed of 10 
oil products storage tanks, pumping station, 
station for loading of trucks, interconnection 
pipes, fires prevention system, electrical 
systems, instrumentation, lighting system, 
administrative buildings, warehouses.
